It is important to the safety of all students that all are aware of and follow school policy.  Please review the following with your child:

Dress Code:   Students are expected to follow the 2011-2012 Central Middle School dress code policy.      Major emphasis this year consists of the following:

Girls:  No tears or rips in pants/jeans/bottoms.

           No shorts that do not meet dress code including shorts worn with leggings.

           No off-the-shoulder tops.  Low cut necklines are prohibited.

           No racer-back tops

           No spaghetti tops.

           No jackets worn over inappropriate tops.

           No piercings (except ear piercings per district policy).  These include 

· nose 

· lip

· tongue

· eyebrows
Boys:  No low riding or baggy/sagging oversized pants.

Students in violation of the dress code policy will be given a consequence.  Periodic entire home room dress code checks will occur for the remainder of the school year.

Cell phones/Electronics:  School and district policy forbids the use of cell phones and other electronic devices at school or on a school bus during school hours.  Cell phones in particular are highly desired and are subject to theft if proper precautions are not made by the owner.  If you deem it important for a student to have a cell phone in their possession, please ensure that you teach your child about the importance of protecting it against theft.  If a phone is stolen at school, the school is not responsible for its recovery.
